The State Hall of the Austrian National Library — the former Imperial Court
Library — is considered the most beautiful library hall in the world

Built from 1723 to 1726 at the time of Emperor Karl VI, today it is
k'nown as a Gesamtkunstwerk 1'11 baroque style. The architects were STATE HALL

Fischer von Erlach father and his son. The marvellous frescos were JOSEFSPLATZ 1, 1010 VIENNA
painted by Daniel Gran.

MUSEUMS

The Austrian National Library is not only one of Austria’s largest libraries,
but also hosts permanent presentations and varied special exhibitions in the
State Hall and the Museums.

The Literature Museum is the first museum to present the range and
diversity of Austrian literature from the end of the 18th century until the
present day. It is accommodated in the listed Grillparzerhaus building,

the former imperial and royal Court Chamber Archive.

The Papyrus Museum shows some 800
unique exhibits documenting 3000 years of
Egyptian civilisation which feature on the
Memory of the World UNESCO list.

The highlight is the several-metre long Book
of the Dead of Sesostris dating from the
15th century before Christ. It is at the same
time the oldest exhibit in the Austrian
National Library.

The Globe Museum in the
magnificent setting of Palais

The Esperanto Museum is one of the world’s
most important institutions of its kind. It
Mollard is unique in the world.
Discover over 250 exhibits from the
16th century to the present,
including rare globes of the moon
and other planets, foldable and
pocket globes, as well as fascinating

presents a range of different media and
objects on Esperanto, the most successful
planned language, but also on several other
invented languages, such as the mystic
language of Lingua Ignota by Hildegard of
Bingen, or the famous Klingon language from

astronomical instruments. the TV cult series ‘Star Trek’.
